Some of the factors that affect this may surprise 
you are the following: 

Weight Distribution (Center of Gravity) 
Stiffness Distribution 
Component Weight

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A Look at Clubhead Anatomy 



Shaft Bowing 
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Blade length 
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Stiffness Distribution 

Softer tipped shaft may have more downward 
deflection, common in game improvement clubs 

Also, more flexible shaft may further flatten lie
